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RULES
Unless otherwise noted, the General Conditions of Competition and the Rules of Golf will be used
throughout this event.

COMPETITION DETAILS

During the calendar year, generally on the first Saturday of each month, a Monthly Medal event will
be played over 18 holes of Single Stroke. The competition date may vary due to calendar, course
and weather considerations, at the discretion of the Match Committee.

Tee timeslots are offered using a competition timesheet.
The Competition Fee is payable prior to the start of the round.
Entries will be accepted on the day of play, if tee times are available.

GRADES
The player's handicap as at the start of the round shall determine the player's grade. The
maximum handicap is 32. The grades are:

‘A’ Grade 0-12
‘B’ Grade 13-18
‘C’ Grade 19 — 36.

All grades will play a Single Stroke event.

Note: The Match Committee may alter the grades at any time prior to the event according to the
entries received.

Runners-Up Nett 2" and 3" each grade (or as determined by
the committee).
