CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION 

1. RULES 
Unless otherwise noted, the General Conditions of Competition and the Rules of Golf shall be used 
throughout this event. The Event Committee has sole management and control of the event. 

2. COMPETITION ENTRIES 
The Event shall be played over 18 holes on a date nominated by the event committee. 

PAST & PRESENT MEMBERS OF THE DEFENCE FORCE: 
Entry is open to all past and present members of the Defence Force who are current financial 
members of a club affiliated with Golf Australia. The player shall possess a current Golf Australia 
handicap. Competitors may enter via MCGC office or Nomination Form. 

ALL OTHER PLAYERS: 
Tee timeslots are offered using the club’s standard Competition timesheet format. 

The Competition Fee is payable prior to the start of the round. 

Entries will be accepted on the day of play if tee times are available, 

Maximum handicap – 36 for Men and 45 for Women. 

3. COMPETITION FORMAT 

Two concurrent competition formats will be played – an 18 hole stroke event and an 18 hole 
stableford event.  

NOTE: If a player chooses to wipe a hole, they are not eligible for any stroke event prize. 

4. TROPHIES / PRIZES 
Trophies and/or Prizes shall also be awarded in the following categories: 

  Felix Parry Cup (Best Gross Score)  Digger’s Cup (Best Stableford Score) 
  Runner-Up (2nd Gross Score)   Runner-up (2nd Stableford Score) 

  Best Stableford Score – Army  Best Stableford Score – Men A grade (0-13) 
  Best Stableford Score – Navy  Best Stableford Score – Men B grade (14-19) 
  Best Stableford Score – Air Force  Best Stableford Score – Men C grade (20-32) 

  Nearest The Pins – 5, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16 Best Stableford Score – Women A (0-27) 
  Long/Straight Drive – Men/Women (11th) Best Stableford Score – Women B (28-45) 

The same player shall NOT be awarded more than one trophy (other than NTP’s and/or Longest 
Drive). If necessary, the prize in each category shall be awarded to the next best score. 

There shall also be a “Ball Rundown” as determined by the Event Committee. 

5. TIES 

Gross Event – In the event of a tie (or ties) prizes and places will be decided by the Australian 
Countback System and the Event Committee. The decision of the Committee is final.
